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�x�� Emergency Shelter 365 Days/ Year 
 Over 25,291 nightly accommodations 
 were provided to individuals in need of 
 shelter. This included 4,634 nightly beds 
 for children as well as 14,169 for men and 
 6,488 for women. 

�x�� Recovery Program 
  Dozens of men and women entered 

 into this program of counseling, 
 lifestyle change, and community service. 
 Over 3,600 counseling sessions were
 provided. 

�x�� Chapel Services 
 Thanks to the many local churches 
 that supplied committed Christian 
 speakers, the evening meals were 
 preceded by hour-long chapel  services. 
 Total attendance of all daily chapel 
 services was approximately 18,000.  
�x�� Dental Services 
  Through an alliance with the Salvation 

 Army, local dentists donated their time at 
 the fully equipped on-site dentist office, 
 providing critical dental care to those in 
 need. 

 

�x��  Medical Care 
 A doctor and a nurse faithfully 
 volunteered their time at the Mission 
 to provide much-needed medical care. 
�x��  Basic Living Essentials 
 Homeless clients benefited from 
 having a mailing address, on-site 
 laundry facilities, phone access, and 
 many of the other daily conveniences 
 others so easily take for granted. 
�x�� Three Hot Meals Served Daily 
 Over 55,579 meals were served. 
 Nutritious breakfasts, lunches, 
 and dinners were prepared daily. 
�x��  Clothing and Other Supplies 
  Through the generous donations 

 of community members to our 
 on-site thrift store, “Too Good To 
 Be Threw”, we were able to  

  provide men’s, women’s and  
  children’s clothing, winter gear,  
  blankets, and essential household 

 items to people in need. Over 60,000 
 articles of clothing were given away.

Prospective Goals for 2007 

�x�� Hope Quest, already underway with Lance Mackey agreeing to 
raise funds for the Rescue Mission. 

�x�� Expansion of existing programs. 

�x�� Larger facility for Too Good To Be Threw. 

�x�� Employment and Day Labor Program development. 

�x�� Professional printing press installation. 

�x�� The Mission’s 2006 expenses were at $350,000.  

�x�� A staff of only 8 employees provide these direct services to those in need; their 
salaries account for approximately 62% of the Mission’s operating expenses.  
Five part time employees round out and complement the permanent staff. 

�x�� About 20% of the Mission’s operating expenses are utilities and maintenance 
costs associated with upkeep of the 41,000 sq ft facility. 

�x�� The remainder of the Mission’s expenses include insurance premiums,       
supplies, fundraising expenses, and fees for contractual services like account-
ing. 

�x�� The Mission strives to self-support 25% of its operating expenses through 
things like thrift store sales and fees for services charged to those who can   
afford to pay.  We endeavor to attain 33% self sufficiency in 2007. 

�x�� The remaining 75% is contributed by nearly 4,000 individual donors as well as 
over 100 businesses, nearly 40 churches, and over 20 other non-profit groups.

�x�� The Mission operates on an annual budget of under 

$400,000.  
 

�x�� It takes over $1,250/ day to sustain existing Mission 
programs.  

 

�x�� In the sub-zero winter months, the Mission’s heating 
bill alone has exceeded $6,000 per month. 

 

�x�� 78% of the Mission’s 2005 income came from  
 donations.  
 

�x�� Over 4,000 donors contribute financially.  
 

�x�� The Fairbanks Rescue Mission is a 501c non-profit 
organization.
